· Documentation of innovative programs, improvement efforts in the areas of curriculum and instruction, student achievement or performance gains; and demonstrated increase in the efficiency and effectiveness with which fiscal, human, and/or physical resources were used.

Outstanding Young Educator Award
This award is presented to an education professional, 40 years of age or younger, who demonstrates exemplary commitment and exceptional contribution to our profession.
To nominate be sure to provide:
· Documentation of the contributions the young educator has made in the following areas:  (a) impact on students (b) creativity/innovation (c) leadership and impact in the school or district and (d) contribution to the profession.
